3.2. Unofficial Observer Grants 
 
Preamble: UMSU traditionally sets up grants for students to attend conferences that 
the NUS hosts as our commitment to lowering financial barriers for these events. 

There is some extra money in the 
NUS budget that can be used to compensate some of the ticket costs of conference. 
A grant application is being set up where students can apply and will be advertised 
on UMSU’s website and other communication channels, as per the UMSU financial 
regulations. This motion is aimed to move funds to ensure that the grant applicants 
can receive the grant. Grant applicants must be approved by Students’ Council once 
they close.
