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I also make artworks to learn things. To learn how to do something; or from or about something; or 
what happens if I do something; or what happens if I let something happen. And sometimes, to 
learn some more about those things if I then do something else. Like have an exhibition, for 
instance. 
 
 
 
 
He has worked broadly across the Australian museum and 
gallery sector as an exhibiting artist, as an administrator and in collection and conservation services. 
His artworks are represented in important public collections in Australia and overseas including The 
National Gallery of Victoria, The Natural History Museum (London), Royal Botanic Gardens (Kew) 
and the Hunt Institute for Botanical Documentation (Pittsburgh).
