2.1 Advocacy case work
As usual, the primary presenting issue for this time of year has been Course
Unsatisfactory Progress (CUPC). This has ranged from briefing students for ‘At
Risk’ meetings to Academic Board Appeals. Following CUPC, Special
Consideration, Exam Misconduct and Assessment Disputes were the next most
common issues.

2.2 Legal case work

During the exam period, the Legal Service Advice Line has been quiet, though this
is expected to pick up again after exams. Tenancy issues are still the most
common problem that students present with.

The Legal Service has received funding to run a pilot program for twelve months
for a Financial Counsellor to operate on site in the Legal Service. Recruitment for
this is planned for January 2018.
