6.1. Printing costs for Climate Emergency Campaign
We are launching a campaign in week 3 or 4 to urge the University to declare a Climate Emergency. This campaign will involve hosting regular campaign organising workshops, protests, handing out and putting up flyers, video updates and collaboration with clubs. The flyers will include a short description of our campaign and a link/QR code to our petition. 
Motion: To move $500 from the Environment Department’s Campaign budget line to print one-sided flyers for the Climate Emergency campaign.

Jaslyn: What will we be doing with these flyers? 

Ann: Flyers will be handed out (hopefully with the help of a volunteer base) and will be taped onto high-traffic areas like Union House and Baillieu. 
6.2. Grants for clubs with highest participation in the Climate Emergency Campaign

In order to get as much student support as possible, and to show the University that not just individual students, but collective student entities like clubs and societies want to see change from the University and are willing to take the lead in addressing the urgency of climate change. A great example of this is Melbourne Uni’s Law Student Society’s Climate Emergency Declaration. We will be reaching out to individual clubs with instructions on how they can declare a Climate Emergency and be part of our campaign. On top of that, in collaboration with the Clubs & Societies OBs, we will be giving clubs incentives to participate in our campaign to increase our reach. The 3 clubs that refer most students to participate in our campaign will be granted rewards of $400, $200 and $50. We will be working with Clubs OBs and the Sustainable Campus team to see if more incentives can be added. 
Motion: To move $650 from the Environment Department’s Campaign budget line towards grants for clubs with the most active participation in our campaign.

Lindsay: Have you discussed with the Clubs OBs about Sustainability grant for clubs? (grant to help clubs make their operations more sustainable) 
Ann: Clubs OBs are on board with assisting clubs in being more sustainable, but a Sustainability grant was not accounted in their Semester 1 budget. This might be something we can do in Semester 2, in collaboration with Sustainable Campus who has more funding and who are also interested in incentivising more sustainable operations in clubs & societies. 

Jaslyn suggested raising awareness within clubs to use reusable cutlery. 
Ann: Unsure whether the program is currently active but would definitely be amazing to have clubs use them more often. The reusable cutlery program was initiated and is ran by students, so we can look into increasing funding and providing them with support in searching for volunteers so the program has more stability as it has made (and will make) a lot of impact.
