· ASRC catering was fairly expensive, but definitely worth it – the food was well received and worked perfectly for a dinner-type event.
· The Tuesday food truck (Oh My Doner) was well priced and it was great that they could be so flexible about preparing extra meals when it looked like they might run short.
· I bought way too many drinks! But they are all stored away securely for future events – small or large.

8.1. Review of End of Semester Events
Committee feedback:
· It would be good to give feedback to Jela. It was really beautiful to collaborate, but running overtime did influence the event negatively, including the Burnley people that had been invited.
· Ask: If we did this again, how do you think this could work?
· It is difficult to get Masters students to come in if it’s not their class day.
· It would be good to have more time to advertise in advance so people can change their own schedule to be there.

8.3. Yoga between Semesters
Current yoga participants would like to have yoga classes offered outside of the 12 Uni teaching weeks (as has been offered in previous years), particularly for PhD students that are on campus at those times. At the moment, there are not many participants (and many are staff,  not students), so it would be good to promote these classes more either way. Classes are currently offered on Tuesday afternoons, which is the day that Urban Soils will be taught next semester.
· Yoga is a really great activity and does support student wellbeing
· GSA offers free online yoga as an option
· Do we want to set a target?
· Yoga generally costs about $30 per class externally
· Suggestion to have a target that it should work out at a maximum of $30 per student per class. It is currently more like $50.
· Noted that $30 per student per class would still be a lot per student in terms of our overall budget.
· The fact that it is yin yoga is good
· More accessible, good for body and mind
· We could do a lot to promote yoga more
· Masters students are effectively not able to attend between semesters
