Bella Beiraghi Office Bearer Report
It’s been an eventful start to the year for the UMSU environment office to say the
least! We kicked off the new year with raging bushfires – the worst since Black
Summer. At the same time, we’ve witnessed the government usher in the most
serious attacks the right to free speech and civil liberties in decades. In these trying
times I think it’s important that we continue to use our collective platform as the
UMSU Enviro Office to build a culture of protest and progressive activism on our
campus. We know that the new hate speech laws will have chilling effects on voice
our dissent against the myriad injustices we face in this world – the climate crisis, the
Gaza genocide, Indigenous oppression – just to name a few.Kay and I will be attending the upcoming Invasion Day Rally – and we invite you to
join us, to march in solidarity with our Indigenous brothers and sisters, and to say
loud and clear: always was, always will be.
Preparing to go onto campus, I’m asking the committee to vote up the following
motions under agenda point (7) ☺ if you have any questions, please feel free to
reach out to myself or Kay before our committee meeting, or raise them during the
discussion. I can’t wait to see you all on zoom or IRL soon! – Thanks so much, Bella.

Kay Pritchard Officer Bearer Report
We have seen increasingly severe and worrying bushfires in the regions of Vic and
the floods in QLD, with our regional areas facing the brunt of the climate crisis we
must act now and demand all institutions to divest from fossil fuels, weapons and all
carbon output intensive investments alike. We have also seen attacks on right to
political communication and civil liberties, with the new hate speech laws having
confusing and seemingly uneven applications meaning they are a severe attack on
our right to free speech and protest. I attended the Invasion Day rally on Monday as I
hope you all did; we have the highest rates of Indigenous child removal in history,
higher than during the stolen generations and some of the highest deaths in custody
since the Royal Commission into deaths in custody. We must stand up for our rights
and future, on the same day as the Day of Mourning the right together with neo-nazis
spoke on the steps of parliament house and has been emboldened in this country.
I urge you all to attend the National Day of Action for Palestine on March 11th that we
passed a motion in support for the campaign in UMSU council.
